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Borders

Border Ideas
You can do anything you want for your border.  Here are some ideas:

· Fun, scrappy border using up leftover fabrics
· 3” strip of the print fabric

· Narrow border in one fabric and a wider border in another fabric
· Pieced border using up your remaining strips

1. Cut remaining strips into squares and piece into nine-patches.

2. Sew the nine-patch blocks into strips one block wide.

3. Use strips of blocks as your ‘border fabric’.

4. To set your pieced border off, separate it from the body of the quilt with a solid 2 – 3 inch strip of fabric (print or solid). 

· Make half square triangles from 3 ½” squares

These can be arranged in various ways to form alternating triangles and stretched M’s.  These blocks will be about 7/8” smaller than the blocks in the quilt so will not line up if attached directly to the quilt top.

Note:  For the small size quilt you would use smaller squares of fabric
